4 “You shall not make for yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is in heaven
above or that is on the earth beneath or that is in the water under the earth.

5 You shall not bow down to them or serve them, for | the Lord your God am a jealous God,
punishing children for the iniquity of parents to the third and the fourth generation of those
who reject me

6 but showing steadfast love to the thousandth generation of those who love me and keep my
commandments.

16 “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

17 “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, male or
female slave, ox, donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor.”

Scripture John 2:13-22

13 The Passover of the Jews was near, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.

14 In the temple he found people selling cattle, sheep, and doves and the money changers
seated at their tables.

15 Making a whip of cords, he drove all of them out of the temple, with the sheep and the
cattle.
